Test incorporates end-to-end 

testing of ‘all’ the core 

functionalities of the product

Categories of Regression Testing

Sprint Level Testing

Is focused on testing the new 

functionalities that are 

implemented since the last release.

◇ Regression test tracking 

mechanism

◇ Periodic clean-up

◇ Regular screening

◇ Metrics analysis

How to Optimize?



Reduce, Recycle, Reuse and 

Recover

Reduce

- Identify what 

needs to be 

tested

- Identify and 

remove 

obsoleted test 

cases 

Recycle

- Test cases by 

monitoring 

executions to 

gather test inputs 

that can be used 

for retesting

Reuse

- Use the test 

cases that are 

created for the 

previous sprints.

Recover 

- Generate test 

cases from older 

obsolete test 

cases
